Cells have indirect observation.

About how many bookings are done in a year?

In 2023, there were approximately 5,000 bookings and 1,795 intakes completed.
Are there other cells that are used for medical care?

Yes, there are four (4) observation cells in the Jail medical area that are multi-use cells
for clinics, infirmary level care or medical use.

The current staffing plan provided on p. 8 of the RFP includes psychiatric staff
(Psychiatric APRN/NP), but it does not include any mental health staff (i.e., Mental
