The 
percent of ICU beds 
occupied by COVID 
patients is hovering at 
about 30%.

OVERALL TAKEAWAYS

• We continue seeing community spread.
• Case rates and lab positivity are elevated.
• Hospital capacity remains adequate, but we are seeing an increase in the 

proportion of hospital beds occupied by COVID patients.
• Age groups most affected are people aged 20-29. 
• Among people aged 65+ in Ottawa County, 66% are completely vaccinated.  
• Among everyone currently eligible (age 16+), 29% are completely vaccinated.
• At Ottawa County Department of Public Health vaccination clinics, Non-White or 

Hispanic people aged 25+ are being vaccinated at about the same rate (13.4%) as 
their population in the County (13%). 

• Highly vaccinated populations, such as persons 65+ are showing lower COVID 
rates, strongly suggesting that the vaccine is protecting people.
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
