So today we're just having a Board of
Determ nation, a public hearing on the situation out there.
And by doing that, we received a petition from Holl and
Townshi p. And then | have ny board nenbers with nme today.
"l go ahead and do introductions.

W have Rich Vander Kl ok.

Ri ch, can you state your |ocation please?

BOARD MEMBER RI CH VANDER KLOK: Yes, Jeni son,

M chi gan.
WATER RESOURCES COMWM JCE BUSH: Thank you.
W have Ken Souter.
Ken, can you state your |ocation?
BOARD MEMBER KEN SOUTER: Jensen Beach, Fl orida.
WATER RESOURCES COW JOCE BUSH. And then we have

WATER RESOURCES COW JCE BUSH: Thank you. |
appreci ate that, gentlenen.

Again, |I'mJoe Bush, the Otawa County Water
Resources Commi ssioner. And | don't think anybody el se --
I"mjust making sure since |I'mrunning the Zoomthat nobody
el se is on here, and they are not, for public coment tine.

But at this tinme, |'ve done introductions. Ken
Bosma will give a presentation on this |ocation. This area

has been in discussion for several years by Meijer
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Corporation, and there is still flooding issue concerns over
t here.

It is kind of an orphan drain system There is
going to be sone repaving this year, that's on Hol |l and
Township's list or the road commssion's list to do sone
I mprovenents. And before we do that we'd |ike to do sone
dr ai nage i nprovenents at the sanme tine so we're not ripping
the road up twice -- or once and then laying it down tw ce.

So we want to save noney and be as efficient as
possible, so that's what we're | ooking forward to, based on
t oday' s deci si on.

So at this tinme I'll go ahead and give the three
gent | enmen t he oath.

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BOARD MEMBER KEN SOQUTER: Yes, | do.

WATER RESOURCES COWM JCE BUSH  Yeah. | can just
say that the board at this tinme will make a project either
nove forward or not. The Board of Determnation's job is not
to come up with a project, a cost or a scope of project.
This is just to see if it's a necessity or not to nove
forward based on the engineer's review of kind of an outline

of what's going on out there to the board.

And | don't think there is any public. [|'mstil
| ooking. | don't see anybody wanting to join us.
So I think no public coment, it will be based on

Ken Bosma's report or the township.
But as far as that goes, for your function today,
it's just whether or not a project noves forward under the

Wat er Resources Conmi ssi oner.
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BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO. Ckay. At this tine
normal Iy before we do the presentation by the engineer, we do
ask for the township to nmake any comments that they may have.

Steve, do you have anything you want to nention for
the record on this Board of Determ nation?

HOLLAND CHARTER TOMWNSHI P MANAGER STEVE BOLTHUI S:
Yeah, | just want to state that indeed the township is
bringing forward this petition to address sone floodi ng that
we have seen out there, as well as in response to adjacent
property owners who would like to see this drain repaired.

BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO. That's good.

Since I'masking, I'll also ask the county road
comm ssion, any comments that you have for this particular
Board of Determ nation?

ROAD COW SSI ON JERRY OLMAN:  |'Il wait to hear
from Ken and see what he has to say about it first, and then
"Il comrent after, if that's okay.

BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO. Not a probl em

Ken, I'Il turn it over to you. |'msure you can do
this briefly and quickly, right?

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  Yep. |'mgoing to share ny
screen a mnute.

Joe, can you allow ne to share a screen? Joe, it
says host is disabling participant screen sharing. |Is there

a way you can allow ne to share?
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Joe? Can you allow ne to share nmy screen?

THE REPORTER  Joe, you're nmuted. |If you're saying
anyt hing, we can't hear you.

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  1'I| try this here.

WATER RESOURCES COW JOE BUSH. Sorry about that.

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA: | got it now.

WATER RESOURCES COW JCE BUSH. Ckay. Sorry about
t hat .

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  (kay, are you guys seeing ny
screen?

BOARD CHAI RPERSON Bl LL CARGO  No.

BOARD MEMBER KEN SOQUTER: | got your screen but |
got your icons init.

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  All right. So now you see it,
the slide show.

BOARD MEMBER KEN SOUTER:  Yes.

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  We're here for 129th and
Charles as | already nentioned. This is one of the orphan
drains that has no jurisdiction for naintenance.

As Joe has indicated the township has subnitted a
petition on this on Novenber 19, of l|ast year, and then this
is the reason why we're having the Board of Determ nation.

Mei j er has approached us, they may have had issues
| onger, but it was back in about the fall of 2018 where they

i ndi cated that they have had sone issues on the project. So
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this is what is bringing this particular area to |light.

Since then we delineated a drainage district
| ooking at the county G S and other information to us and we
also visited the site.

When we visited the site, these are the top view
pictures so what we're looking at is we really have two
structures that are connected together that act as a | eaching
system There is no direct connection to any other county
drain. There is not a county drain near the vicinity to be
able to do this. This is near the intersection of 129th and
Charl es.

These pictures show i nside you can see that this is
an old structure with regard to all the brick used in here,
and it's heavily silted in. It looks like it could be a
solid pipe between the two, but obviously the |eaching action
IS not occurring in there anynore.

So this is the district that we're | ooking at, very
smal | district. It really takes some of their -- they have
sonme truck parking and that's occurring in this area, sone
right-of-way, so there is really only one other property
owner besides the road conm ssion with the right-of-way
i nvol ved, and the | eachi ng basin.

Again there is no connection to any other county
drain systemin this particul ar area.

BOARD MEMBER KEN SQUTER: Hey, Ken?
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ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  Yep.

BOARD MEMBER KEN SOQUTER: All I'mgetting is a
picture of it looks |ike a concrete drain with water running
through it.

THE REPORTER  Me too.

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA: R ght now?

BOARD MEMBER KEN SOQUTER: |'ve got all icons
showi ng on ny screen and the picture of water running down a
little concrete sleuth way. That's the only thing I got.

BOARD SECRETARY RI CH VANDER KLCOK: | think that's
Joe's screen that you're | ooking at.

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA: | f you take your curser and go
to the top of your screen, do you get a button that cones up
t hat says View Actions?

BOARD MEMBER KEN SOUTER:  Yes.

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  |If you click on that, you'l
see Zoom Rati o Hi gh Video Panel and then down a little ways
in that pull down nenu it says Shared Screens. So it should
show Joe Bush and Ken Bosna.

BOARD MEMBER KEN SOQUTER  Got it. Thank you.

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  So these are the two | eaching
structures that are fromon top. And this is the picture
inside. It just shows it could very well be a concrete pipe
but it doesn't allow any infiltration. |It's an old system as

you can see with the blocks, well silted in.
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This isn't even all that deep here, so this is why
they're having a | ot of issue in there.

So this is the drainage district that we've
defined. Again, there is really only one property owner
besides the right-of-way in here, but there is no connection
to a county drain. It's just an infiltration systemwthin
the intersection that needs to be inproved.

So other than that, we're basically here for any
ot her public testinony or to see what the board determ nes,
whet her it's necessary or not necessary.

BOARD MEMBER KEN SOQUTER: |'ve got a question for
you. | pulled up Google Earth so | could famliarize nyself
with the area that we're tal king about, and it appears that
everything in that area is either building covered or parking
| ot covered. How did you go about determ ning the drai nage
as such?

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  Yes. So we did use the GS
for contours and went out there and field verified it.

There are sone other systens. Meijer has sone
private systens along their building, which would be
particularly along right in here in this area, sone private
syst ens.

But as far as what woul d be considered kind of the
public system this is really the only systemin place for

that as far as the public system
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BOARD MEMBER KEN SOQUTER: Ckay. Were are you
intending to try to take it? 1Is it possible to take it to
t hat drai nage course or that stormsewer systemthat's at the
corner of Roost and Charles?

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  No, if we were to do any type
I mprovenents what we woul d envision here is we would
basically replace the system and al so have a perforated pipe
bet ween the two | eachi ng basin systens to help pick that up.

| can tell you, Ken, that we've had sone
prelimnary conversations with Meijer as we' ve gone through
this and they are receptive to that kind of solution, not
trying to over maxim ze the project in any particul ar way.

BOARD MEMBER KEN SOQUTER: Wiat really happens
there, Ken, is the roadway on that intersection just wl
poi nt right flood?

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  Yes, so when this cones here
and it doesn't go into these structures anynore it heads
toward the Meijer building here right on the southeast corner
of Charles and 129th. That's what they're trying to prevent
is to pick up nost of that before it gets to them

BOARD MEMBER KEN SOUTER: And you think a | eaching
system woul d work there?

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  Yes, especially for the type
of area that has outlets in there is just what's shown here.

BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO  Ckay, are you
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conplete -- are you done with your presentation then?

ENG NEER KEN BOSMA:  Yes, I'll stop sharing.

BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO. Ckay. Then I'Il go
back to Jerry with the road comm ssi on.

Jerry, do you have anything you want to coment on
with regard to this?

ROAD COW SSI ON JERRY OLMAN:  Yeah. I'Il just add
to that going back several decades, back in the |ate '40s
this was originally a residential plat. Then over the years
it kind of evolved and it nust have, at sone point in tinme
got changed to a commercial industrial area.

And nost of it is road right-of-way. And | ooking
at some of the old aerials in that northwest corner that's
included in this district, it used to be like kind of a grass
lowlying area, so | think that probably picked up sone water
back in the day.

But now you have wall-to-wall asphalt and there is
and those two |little basins there obviously have seen better
days.

BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO Ckay. Then at this
stage I'lIl ask if there is any menbers of the public that
have any conments that they would like to nake?

Do we have any nenbers of the public avail abl e,
Joe?

WATER RESOURCES COW JCOE BUSH: For the record, |
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woul d say there is nobody fromthe public and nobody waiting
to get in to speak.

BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO Well in that case
this is going to be a fairly sinple process.

Hol | and Charter Townshi p has made the notion, and
we' ve shown there are problens with the existing drainage in
this very small area.

So I'll ask Rich and then 1'Il ask Ken if you have
any comments you want to make?

BOARD SECRETARY RI CH VANDER KLCOK: | have no
conment s.

BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO  Ken, do you have any
comrents you would |ike to nmake?

BOARD MEMBER KEN SQUTER: | don't have any
comments. | think they pretty nuch answered ny questions.

BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO It seens |ike an
unusual type of place for |each basins, but if you think you
can i nprove those | each basins so they're working properly,
that's great.

19t h, 2020, is necessary and conducive to the public health,
conveni ence or wel fare.

Do | have support for ny notion?

BOARD CHAI RPERSON BI LL CARGO So we have notion on
the floor and supported.

Are there any comments from anybody before we vote
on this notion?

speak about the process and speak up about the appea
process.
